Analysis of Preventive Effects of Surgical Pressure Ulcers Protection Records on Intraoperative

Pressure Ulcers in Patients Undergoing Spinal Surgery
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[Abstract] Objective To analyze the preventive effects of surgical pressure ulcers protection records on intraoperative pressure

ulcers in patients undergoing spinal surgery. Methods 80 patients who were scheduled to undergo spinal surgery were

selected and randomly divided into control group and experimental group, with 40 cases in each group. Control group

was given routine operating room nursing, and experimental group was given surgical pressure ulcers protection

records. The incidence rate of skin redness and pressure ulcers, nursing quality and patients’ nursing satisfaction

was observed in the two groups. Results The incidence rates of skin redness and pressure ulcers in experimental

group were significantly lower than those in control group (5% vs. 25%, 7.5% vs. 27.5%, P<0.05). the nursing quality

score and patients’ satisfaction score in experimental group were significantly higher than those in control group
[(95.73+3.78)vs. (92.86+3.14), (91.63+6.84) vs. (86.82+5.93), P<0.05]. Conclusion Surgical pressure ulcers protection
records can effectively prevent the occurrence of intraoperative pressure ulcers in spinal surgery, and it is beneficial to

improve the nursing quality and patients’ nursing satisfaction.
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
