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Application of Narrative Nursing Parallel Medical Records
Combined with OSCE Model in Standardized Training of New
Nurses

Abstract: Objective To explore the effect of narrative nursing parallel medical records combined with OSCE model in the standardized training of new nurses.
Methods A total of 100 newly enrolled nurses in our hospital from June 2021 to June 2023 were selected as the research objects and divided
into control group and observation group according to different teaching modes, with 50 in each group. The control group underwent routine
assessment, while the observation group underwent narrative nursing combined with parallel medical records and OSCE mode. The ability of
empathy and recognition of teaching mode were compared between the two groups. Results Compared with the control group, the nurses in
the observation group scored higher in empathy ability, teaching recognition, nursing evaluation, clinical thinking, fundamentals, emergency
nursing skills, humanistic communication, and 98% of the total recognition of the training mode (P<0.05). Conclusion Narrative nursing combined
with OSCE model is helpful to cultivate the empathy ability of clinical nurses, and improve the practical ability, comprehensive judgment ability,
immediate play and response ability of nurses.
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
